Some of the first things you'll want to be able to say in Japanese are "thank you" and
"you're welcome" for whenever someone does something nice for you or thanks you for
doing something! In this lesson, we'll look at the two main phrases we use in these
situations. Later on in the series, we'll look at some alternate phrases for giving and
receiving thanks as well, so please stay tuned!

Giving and Receiving Thanks

Saying "thank you" in Japanese is Arigaté gozaimasu (& D HE SSEUVF T, ), which
means "Thank you very much." Note that this phrase is the polite way to thank someone.

To thank someone in a more informal way, simply leave off the -gozaimasu and say
arigato.

If someone thanks you for something in Japanese, you can say D6 itashimashite (£ S (/e
L& L T, ), whichmeans "You're welcome."

For Example:

1. Al Arigaté gozaimasu. B ODHRESSETNFET,
A: "Thank you very much."
B: D6 itashimashite. ES01/2LF L T,
B: "You're welcome."

Language Tip: Omiyage desu. (HHP(FT . )

The first line in the dialogue, omiyage desu (H'#F*AP(F T ), means "This is a souvenir for

you." Omiyage (HFH10(F) literally means "souvenir," but unlike the English word, it usually
does not refer to something someone buys for himself or herself; instead, it refers to
something the person buys to give to someone else (usually bought from wherever the
person has come from, like a vacation destination, or hometown/home country). We will
go over the word desuin more detail in Lesson 7 of this series.
