Today's grammar point focuses on the interrogative adverb dé and the verb of existence
iru.

Dé is an interrogative adverb used when asking about the state of someone or
something, the way something is done or to suggest something, as can be seen in the
examples below.

State of something orsomeone:
LWAZEE>ESTIH,

Yamada-sensei wa do desu ka?
"How is Professor Yamada?"

To suggest something:

HARIEFEDSTINH,
Ocha wa do desu ka?
"How about tea? / Would you like some tea? / How is the tea?"



The way in which something is done:

CHDFEEDSHHIFT I,
Kono ji o dé yomimasu ka ?
"How do you read this character?"

Iru is a class 2 verb used to indicate the existence of animate (usually living) objects. This
verb, however, is also used to indicate the existence of some animate non-living things,
such as ghosts, buses, robots, etc. Formation: [thing] wa [place] niiru. [person/place]
(ni)wa [thing] ga iru.

Examples:

1. COEPECAFRANTTH,

Kono heya ni hito wa nan-nin imasu ka?
"How many people are in this room?"

2. HECICREHDRVNE T,
Asoko ni inu to neko ga imasu.
"There isa dog and a cat over there."
