Class Il Verbs - Ichidan Verbs

Ichidan doshi, are referred to as Class Il verbs in English and end in iru or eru when written
in romaji. The term ichidan verb is derived from the fact that the same "one" verb stem is
used for all conjugations, and the final syllable of the verb stem is the same hiragana
syllable. For ichidan verbs, the stem is realized by dropping the final syllable ru, and then,
conjugating accordingly. The polite non-past affirmative is conjugated by appending
masu to the verb stem, while the polite negative non-past is created by appending masen
to the verb stem. See the chart below.
