There is one irreqular i-adjective. The adjective li, meaning "good," is derived from the
more polite yoi, and its negative conjugation is based on yoi, which becomes yokunai.
Adjectives that incorporate ii are conjugated in the same way. Forexample, kakkoii

becomes kakkoyokunai.
