Aruisonly used toindicate the existence of inanimate objects. That is, it is not used to
indicate the existence of living things other than plants, noris it used to describe the
existence of formerly living things (corpses, vampires, etc.).

Formation

[Object] +wa + [place] +niaru

[Person/Place] + (ni)wa + [thing] + ga aru

Examples:
