GRAMMAR

Today, we're going to introduce two grammar points.

(i) Comparing de wa (Cld) and niwa (I ()

De ('C) indicates where some kind of action takes place, and is then offset by the topic-

marking particle wa (I&).

Ni (IC) indicates where something simply exists, and is then offset by the topic-marking

particle wa ().



In our conversation, we saw this sentence, which contains two topic marking particles:
HATIFF—X/ 1 —H—IF01< 5TIH, (Nihon de wa chizubaga wa ikura desu ka?)
It often helps for English speakers to think of (& as an "invisible" "as for..."

So we could break down this sentence as:

HZK Tl3(Nihon de wa) — As forin Japan
F—X/V—H—I3(chizubdga wa) — As for cheeseburgers
(1< 5T H\ikura desu ka) — How much is it?

Of course, it would be unnatural to render it like this using good English, so Japanese uses
the simple, "How much is a cheeseburger?"

EXAMPLES:

MDERTIE, B, STYTBRRELET,

Watashi no gakké de wa, maiasa, rajio taisd o shimasu.
We do radio gymnastic exercises every morning at our school.

tEET(E. SHICENIXET I,
Hokkaidd de wa, go gatsu ni sakura ga sakimasu.
In Hokkaid o, cherry blossoms bloom in May.

FDERICIEZ, DHFHRNZET,

Watashi no gakko ni wa, usagi ga imasu.

There is a rabbit in my school.

(xPlease note that ni wa is used because watashi no gakko is where an usagi exists.)

(ii) Numbers 100-100,000

The numbers from 100-100,000 are listed below. Please note that 100 is not ichi-hyaku,
but hyaku, and that 1,000 is not ichi-sen, but sen. On the other hand, 10,000 is ichi-man.
Also, some numbers have different pronunciations. (e.g. 300, 600, 800, 3,000 or 8,000)
