Today's grammar point is the structure of dé ju+ noun, which is used in today's dialog:
"D0 ju koto desu ka?" Koto means a thing which is intangible, and it sometimes
corresponds to "thing" or "issue" in English. As you know, do means "how" and iu literally
means "say" respectively in English. But, the structure of "dé iu + noun" means "what kind
of noun." So, "Dé iu koto desu ka?" literally means "What kind of thing isit?" and is
translated as "What does it mean?" You can use other nouns after dé iu, such as imi
("meaning") or kimochi ("feeling").
