Sentence Pattern:
Watashi wa desu. (D7 UI&

Watashi (0D72L) ="1" or "me"
wa (L) = Topic marking particle
desu (T9) = Copula which is equivalent to English am/is/are.

The term copula comes from the fact that desu (T9) isetymologically derived from
the combination of the particle de (T) and the verb arimasu (D EJ) "tobe."



This sentence pattern comes in handy when you introduce yourself.

1.Say yourname!

Watashi wa Natsumi desu.

EDELBLIBERM/VLET

This literally means "please be good to me." It isa commonly used expression which
corresponds to "it's a pleasure to meet you."

In Japanese speech, there are several levels of politeness. Compare the following
expressions:

- D6z0 yoroshiku o-negai shimasu (EDFXB UL ERMULLET)
----- Very polite expression
- Yoroshiku o-negai shimasu (KB UL HERMUOLET)
----- Polite expression
-Dézo yoroshiku (£E2F&L3L<,)
----- Casual expression, not to be used to elders or superiors
- Yoroshiku (&3 L <)
----- Very casual expression
