Although this sentence is grammatically correct, avoid addressing other people with
anata because it is considered too direct. Instead of anata, use the person's name with

san (S A) attached. It's less direct and therefore more polite.

This means that Mi Yon-san wa Amerika-jin desu ka? (ZE3>2SAIE T XU AANTID, )
can have 2 meanings:

1, Is Mi Yeon American?
- [You are talking to somebody else about Mi Yeon.]

2. Are you American, Mi Yeon?
- [You are talking to Mi Yeon directly.]
