Useful Vocabulary and Phrases

Ja (C+d) = Well then



mata (F/Z) = again
ato de (& T) = later

"J&, mata ato de." corresponds to "See you again later." in English.

*rexx Other farewell expressions

Ja, mata. (LU . F/Z, ) = See you again.
Mata ato de. (&F/c # T, ) = See you later.
Sayénara. (& KD/E5, ) = Good bye (sounds more final)

Shitsurei shimasu. (%%, F 9, ) = "Excuse me." It can be used as good-bye in a formal
situation.

This is the past tense form of "Arigaté gozaimasu.= Thank you."

When the action has completely finished, people sometimes use "Arigaté gozaimashita"
instead of "Arigaté gozaimasu." However it does NOT sound strange if you used "Arigato
gozaimasu" to appreciate a past action.

The literal translation would be "Do your best" or "Hang in there." However, when this phrase
is used in a daily conversation, it's quite similar to the English phrase "good luck."

Rydgaku senta (BB t7>5—) = Study Abroad Office

wa (&) = topic marking particle
doko (EC) = where

desu (T9) = copula (which is equivalent English "is, am, are.")

ka (7') = question marking particle

Ko-So-A-Do words that relate place or direction were introduced in lesson 7:

@®Koko (C ) - here
@Soko (€C) - there
®Asoko (HEC) - over there
®Doko (EC) - where?
