The topic and the topic marking particle of sentences are omitted. The subject of the first
sentence is sore (that) and the subject of the second sentence is Anata (you).

The original sentence should be:
1) Sore wa honté desu ka? (ZHNIIARKUTIH, )
2) Anata wa daijobu desu ka? (BH/E/ZIFAXEXTI D, )

nan-ji (fAlfF) = what time

desu (T9) = Copula (linking verb), which is equivalent to the English “am,” “is” and
“‘are.”

ka (/") = Question marker

This is the most common expression used for asking the time. Ima (%) can be left out.

Nan-ji desu ka? (fAIFF T I 7\, ) = What timeisit?
