moshimoshi[ TLEL ]

This is the conversational beginning of a telephone conversation and may be repeated
during the phone call to confirm whether the listener is still on the line. It is sometimes
used to attract the attention of someone. It can be translated as "hello," "are you there?"
and "canyou hear me?"

karaoke | NS>AT]

Karaoke is a noun which, when followed by o shimasu or shimasu, becomes a verb which
means "to do karaoke."

Please note the pronunciation. The final ke sound is not ke as in key but ke as in Kent.

kincho| EABE&D]

Kinchd is a noun and means "mental strain" or "nervousness." To create a verb, add o
shimasu or shimasu after kincho.
