Although "to play" is asobimasu (FFT* s ) in Japanese, "to play a sport" is not supdtsu o
asobimasu( X WN—"VE&EFHEV'F ). It is supbtsu o shimasu (XK—V& L F ), which
literally means "to do sport.”

As it is explained in Newbie Series Season 4 Lesson 35, shimasu (="suru") is called a
nominal verb, and it can change some nouns into verbs by adding shimasu or o shimasu
after the noun.
