The focus of this lesson is expressing dislike
FASIKDRANT I

Watashi wa mizu ga kirai desu.
“lhate water."

The phrase -ga kirai desu can be used to talk about things that you don't like. (To talk
about things you do like, you can use -ga suki desu, which was covered in the previous
lesson). Unlike in English, where the words "like" and "hate" are verbs, these words are
considered -na adjectives in Japanese. Literally, the word kirai translates to "unlikable", or
"hateable". The addition of desu makes this a formal phrase that can be used in any
situation that requires formal Japanese.

Formation

In this construction, the disliked item is marked with the subject-marking particle ga,
followed by the phrase kirai desu.

Topic Disliked Item ga kirai desu Translation
Watashi wa mizu ga kirai desu | hate water.
Shizuka wa getsu-yobi ga kirai desu Shizuka hates
Mondays.
Tomodachiwa  koht ga kirai desu My friend

hates coffee.

More Emphatic Dislike

Attaching dai (big, great) before kirai creates daikirai, which you can use to express an
even stronger feeling of dislike.



1. FAIBEENAKGENTT,
Watashi wa yasai ga daikirai desu.
| really hate vegetables.

2, FLFIR—YRKIERNTT,
Kanojo wa sup0tsu ga daikirai desu.
She despises sports.
