Useful Vocabulary and Phrases

The expression "hajimemashite” ([ L T) is derived from the verb "hajimeru = to
begin." Literally translated, the expression means "for the first time." This phrase is often the
first thing said when introducing oneself, and appropriate for all politeness levels.

**********Example

Al U8 F LT, Hajimemasehite.
B:(ZU®E L T, Hajimemasehite.

This literally means "Please be good to me." It is commonly used expression which



corresponds to "lt's a pleasure to meet you."

In Japanese speech, there are several levels of politeness. Compare the following
expressions.

@Dézo yoroshiku onegai shimasu. (ESFLB3L<FRBVNLFET, )
—-Very polite expression

@ Yoroshiku onegai shimasu. (£33 U< HRDBILF T, )
—Polite expression

@D6zo yoroshiku. (ESEL3L <, )
—-Casual expression, not to be used to elders or superiors

@ Yoroshiku (&3 L <, )
—Very casual expression

watashi (#) =1, me

no (@) = apossessive particle which indicates ownership or attribution
namae (FHJ) = name

*watashi no namae (#AMDHZET) = my name

wa (&) = topic marker

desu ('C9) =copulawhich is equivalentto English am/is/are.

*no (D) comes after the noun it modifies, like "-'s" in English. For example...
@ Watashi no shusshin (#AMDHE) = my hometown
@ Watashi no shumi (FADHEIX) = my hobby

Although all of these expressions are polite, de wa arimasen ( Cldd D F = A) is the most
polite expression among these three.
