Teishoku (ZEE) is a set meal served in restaurants usually including rice, pickles and miso
soup.

In today's dialog, 2 kinds of teishoku (ER) are introduced.
®sashimi (& L) - very fresh raw seafood sliced into thin pieces.
@karaage (D5 dH(F) - Japanese style fried meat or seafood, most often fried chicken.

In the dialog, Lori also ordered katsu-don (7'W#) . Don (EA) whichis a abbreviation
of donburi (EA3'D) means rice bowl dish.

Below are the most popular donburi (F) inJapan;

®katsu-don (17'YH) - breaded pork cutlet (tonkatsu & A 713'Y) and egg is on rice

®gyl-don (&FH) - beef bowl
@oyako-don (FEF#F) - chicken, egg, onion on rice
®ten-don (KH) - tempura on rice

tori (& D) = bird, chicken
niku () = meat

Tori niku is usually written as 38 in Chinese character. The first Chinese character means
"chicken."
