SAMPLE SENTENCES

SENSREBBIFETEEWNTT,

Uchi kara Kyodto wa totemo chikai desu.

It's pretty close from my house to Kyoto.

GRAMMAR

Today's lesson introduces a sentence pattern used when expressing desire to visit a place
that you have not been to before. When visiting Japan it is likely you will be asked about
the locations inside Japan you would like to visit. In instances like this, the formation
"[place] niitte mitai desu." is appropriate if you want to go to some place for the first
time and see what the place is like. Otherwise, if you want to visit some place where you
have been before, you can say "[place] ni ikitai desu."

Formation:

[Place] ni itte mitai desu.
[Place] ni ikitai desu.

Examples:

INEAKRICITTODTHIZWTT,
Roppongi ni itte mitai desu.
I'd like to visit Roppongi. (and see what it is like.)

ERICIT>THEVTT,
Kokyo ni itte mitai desu.
I'd like to go to the Imperial Palace. (and see what kind of place it is.)



RE(CITSTEVWTT,
Kyoto ni mata ikitai desu.
I'd like to visit Kyoto again.

If you are asked where you would like to goin Japan, you may want to see sumo, kabuki or
something like that. In that case, you can say sumo o mite mitai desu.

Formation:
[Something you want to see] o mite mitai desu.
Examples:

WEEERTHIZVTT,

Kabuki o mite mitai desu.
I'd like to see Kabuki. (and see what it is like.)

BETILWEBTHEWLWTT,
Fujisan o mite mitai desu.
I'd like to see Mt. Fuji. (and see what it is like.)
