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INTRODUCTION

Gabriella: In each lesson of this 25 part series, you'll master a common question for
Japanese learners, and then learn how to answer it like a native speaker. You'l learn
how these key phrases work by breaking them down into each component. Then
through repetition and new vocabulary, you'll expand your understanding of the
question, its answers, and any variations.

LESSON FOCUS

Gabriella: In this lesson, you'll learn how to respond to the common question “Where
did you learn Japanese?” In Japanese this is

Master the following pattern and responses to the question “Where did you learn

Gabriella: To make another phrase, replace “in school” with “in Japan.”
Kaori: HAT

Gabriella: in Japan

Kaori: (slow) HAT

(IC(ZA T nihon de) (regular) BAT

Gabriella: Listen to the phrase again, this time with “in Japan.”

Kaori: HATZUFE LT,

(ICIFATEILUF LIZo Nihon de manabimashita.)

Gabriella: It mostly stays the same. Simply replace “in school” with “in Japan.” Say ‘I
learned it in Japan.”

Kaori: BATZUF LTz,

(ICIEATELUZ LZ,  Nihon de manabimashita.)

Gabriella: To make another phrase, replace “in Japan” with “at a language



school.”

Kaori: EBZFR T

(CI< DD C DT gogakugakkou de)

Gabriella: at a language school

Kaori: (slow) EBERZK T

(SR H\ > &5 T gogakugakkou de) (regular) EBRZERK T

(S H\ D & ST gogakugakkou de)

Gabriella: Listen to the phrase again, this time with “at a language school.”

Kaori: BZ2FRCEUF U,

(CK RO STELEUF LR, Gogakugakkou de manabimashita.)
Gabriella: It mostly stays the same. Simply replace “in Japan” with “at a language
school.” Say “I learned it at a language school.”

Kaori: EB2FRCRUF LT,

(CRK MO STELUF LR, Gogakugakkou de manabimashita.)
Gabriella: To expand on the pattern, replace “at a language school” with “in university.’
Kaori: KEZT

Gabriella: in university

(2K T daigaku de) (regular) KET

(2 LV T daigaku de)

Gabriella: Listen to the phrase again, this time with “in university.”

Kaori: KZTZUF LI,

(RFLWR TEEUVZE LIZo  Daigaku de manabimashita.)

Gabriella: It mostly stays the same. Simply replace “at a language school” with “in
university.” Say “I learned it in university.”

Kaori: KZTZUF U,

(UK TEEUF LIE, Daigaku de manabimashita.)
