GRAMMAR

"Morau" acts as an auxiliary verb when used with the te-form of verbs. The speaker
receives some benefit from something someone does, or someone does something for the
subject. The basic structure of a sentence using this construction is as follows:

[Receiver] wa [giver] ni ([thing] 0) ~te moravu.

The receiver is usually the speaker ora member of his/her in-group. Unlike with the verb
"morau," "kara" cannot be used with the -te morau construction.

The polite form of this verb is "-te itadaku," as in "-te itadakimasu." This will be covered in
more detail in a later grammar point.

Example sentences:
