GRAMMAR

"Kureru" acts as an auxiliary verb when used with the te-form of verbs. This is used when
someone does a favor for the first person, or someone in the first person's in-group. The
receiveris usually 'I' or 'we'. The basic structure of a sentence using this construction is as
follows:

[Giver] wa [receiver (usually I/we)] ni ([thing] o) ~ te kureru.
