Today's grammar point focuses on the noun "toki," which is used to refer to the time when
some action occurs or when some state exists, eitherin the past, present, or future. This
construction can usually be interpreted as 'when' or 'at the time when.' The phrase or



clause preceding "toki" can end in a verb, adjective, or noun. See the following table for
details.

Part of Speech Past Nonpast + toki
verb. plain + toki
-adjective + toki
na-adjective +datta +na + toki
noun +datta +no + toki

Note: When followed by the particle "ni," the time is emphasized. Also, when the main
clause is in the past tense, the clause modifying "toki" can be either past or nonpast (see
example two).
