GRAMMAR

Today's grammar point covers the imperative form of class one verbs. This type of
imperative is extremely strong and is primarily used in threatening or hostile situations,



emotionally charged gatherings (e.g. politically related, sporting events, etc.), by males
in very informal speech, in situations where time is of the essence (e.g. dangerous
situations), or by a superior to a subordinate in a social organization where the hierarchy
of power and one’s position in it are clearly established.

To form the imperative of class one verbs, the final hiragana syllable/mora of a verb inits
dictionary form is changed from the u-column to its corresponding e-column.

Dictionary Meaning Imperative Meaning

BXE - nomu to drink BLoD - nome Drink!

17< *iku togo 717 - ike Go!

ES - hashiru torun EN - hashire Run!

1D - utsu to hit $JT - ute Hit!
