GRAMMAR

"JFSF - suki" is a na-adjective meaning "likable." The "likable" object is usually marked

with the subject-marking "ga" particle.
Example:
MEHETENETEHFETTT,

Watashi wa anata ga totemo suki desu.
| like you very much.

You can use "suki" as a na-adjective to describe different objects. Don't forget to add the
"na" between "suki" and the object.

Example:
PFSILIEIEMTI D,

Suki na hana wa nan desu ka?
What flowers do you like?

Note: when using a na-adjective, the polite opposite of "suki" is "suki de wa arimasen".

Example:
BEEROBIEIRDFST TEHDIEA,

Kanto no ryori wa amari suki de wa arimasen.
| don't really like food from the Kanto area.
