GRAMMAR

Today's grammar point covers the imperative form of class two and three verbs. This type
of imperative is extremely strong and is primarily used in threatening or hostile situations,
emotionally charged gatherings (e.g. politically related, sporting events, etc.), by males
in very informal speech, in situations where time is of the essence (e.g. dangerous
situations), or by a superior to a subordinate in a social organization where the hierarchy
of power and one’s position in it are clearly established.

To form the imperative of class two verbs, "ro" isappended to the masu stem. For class
three verbs, "suru" become "shiro" and "kuru" becomes "koi." Reference the following
chart.

Dictionary Meaning Imperative Meaning

Z23 - kangaeru  tothink £Z323 - kangaero  Think!

83 - miru to look B3 - miro Look!

93 - suru todo L3 - shiro Do (something)!

#K3S - kuru to come F0) - koi Come!
