GRAMMAR

Today's grammar point introduces the plain volitional form of Class Il verbs, which is used
to express volition on the part of the first person or to invite someone to do something. To
form this conjugation, just append "yd" to the masu stem=. In addition to expressing
volition and being used forinvitation, the plain volitional form is used in the construction
of other more complex grammar points.

* For Class Il verbs, the masu stem is created by dropping the final hiragana syllable "ru."
