Today's grammar point introduces the plain volitional form of the Class lll verb suru - to
do. This used to express volition on the part of the first person or to invite someone to do
something. The plain volitional of "suru" is conjugated much like a Class Il verb i.e., yo is
appended to the "masu" stem. See the following chart.

Plain Non-past Masu stem Append you Plain Volitional
93 - suru L - shi L+ S - shi+yo LKLD - shiyod
Examples:

MELELD, Z20LD,
Sodan shiyo. So shiyo.
Let's have a talk. Let'sdoiit.
