The use of onomatopoeia - the formation of words that imitate sounds associated with
the objects, actions, or sounds they refer to - to explain animal sounds is a commonality
shared by languages throughout the world. In the chart below, the Japanese word for the
animal/insect and the respective animal's call/cry is given, along with the English
translation of the animal/insect, and call/cry where available. In Japanese, onomatopoeia
plays an extremely important role, and is not limited to audible sounds. The type of

onomatopoeia used for the animal sounds is KA 58 - "giseigo."
