GRAMMAR

Today’s grammar point is using "no" to nominalize verbs. To form this construction, just
place the particle "no" after the dictionary form of a verb, which can then be treated as a
noun. Compare and contrast the following:

AKBNFETY, FmUDRHEETY,
Hon ga suki desu.;Yomu no ga suki desu.
"I like books.;! like to read."

BRYINFETTY,  BREIOMNGFETTI,
Tabemono ga suki desu., Taberu no ga suki desu.
"I like food.;l like to eat."

This construction can also be used to nominalize a phrase, as can be seen in the following
comparisons.

BENFSTY, 7 E#H<OREETT,
Ongaku ga suki desu.,;Piano o hiku no ga suki desu.
"I like music.;l like to play the piano."

BNMFETY,  HEEHZRISDNHEETTY.
Kuruma ga suki desu.;Kuruma o unten suru no ga suki desu.
"I like cars.;! like to drive cars."
