Today we introduce C #1(kore), E#*1(sore) and &7*1(are) in the series of "ko-so-a-do
words." They are demonstrative pronouns - "this" and "that" in Japanese.

Japanese English how to use

C Hi(kore) this When the object is close
to the speaker

FH(sore) that When the object is close
to the person spoken to

H(are) that When the object is far
from the both

Examples:

"Kore wa soba desu." "Sore wa nan desu ka."

"This is soba." "What is that?"

(The speaker is saying what he/she is eating as "kore" because it is close to the speaker.
Then, he/she is saying what the listeneris eating as "sore" because it is close to the
listener. )

(Mt. Fujiis far from both of the speaker and the listener. So, "are" is used.)
