MIFT1T=—TT, Watashiwa Emy desu.(I'm Amy.)

MIFSTILTT, Watashi wa Raul desu.(I'm Raul.)

(i) Watashi wa [place] shusshin desu.(=I'm from [place].)

Today's Examples:

MET YIS XOAEBETY,

Watashi wa San Furanshisuko shusshin desu.
I'm from San Francisco.

There are some variations to mean "I'm from [place]." as follows:
* Shusshin wa [place] desu.
* [place] shusshin desu.

* [place] kara kimashita.

HEIEETT. Shusshin wa Yokohama | am from Yokohama.
desu.

(iii) Watashi wa [something] ga suki desu.(l like [something.])

Today's Examples:

SN N—T—HRKXFETY,

Watashi wa hambaga ga dai-suki desu.

| like hamburgers very much.

(dai-suki means "to like very much" or "love.")

You can often omit "watashi wa" in conversation and say "[something] ga suki desu."
* [something] ga suki desu.

Today's Examples:
RENFETY,
Sashimi ga suki desu.
| like sashimi.

When you want to say "l like [something] as well," you can say "Watashi wa [something]
mo suki desu.", changing ga to mo.

* (Watashi wa) [something] mo suki desu.

Today's Examples:
TPA1RAAT—EHFETT,

Aisu sukéto mo suki desu.
| like ice skating too.
