GRAMMAR

The sentence-ending particle ne

This particle is used in the following ways:

1) to provoke a response out of someone when making a statement, e.g. in the dialog
above, Peter's “ne” provoked a response out of Sakura

2) to add emphasis when agreeing, e.g. in the dialogue Sakura emphatically agrees that
it is cold

3) to add emphasis to a statement

Please note that the ne particle always comes last, after other particles like "yo" in a
sentence.
