This construction is simple; just substitute "arimasen" with "nai."

If you add the copula "desu" to the end of your plain form sentence, you will have a polite
sentence again:

TR ClIEEV-TTRTIEE O T
TR U VTR U0 0\ TT

This lesson also featured use of the ending particle "yo". "Yo" is used by the speakerto
express a strong conviction about something or to emphatically declare something. It is
often used to bring about information the listener may not have known.
