GRAMMAR

Today's grammar point is the sentence ending paricle "ne", which acts as a tag question
used to provoke a response from the listening party, usually confirmation of oragreement
with the speakers statement, regarding a topic of mutual knowledge.

e.g9. 1- CHIFEL () TI1, - Kore wa oishii desu ne. - This is delicious, isn't it?
The speakeris attempting to confirm that fact that a shared dish has a favorable taste.

The sentence ending particle ne is also in other ways. The usages of ne are as follows: 1)
to provoke a response out of the listening party when making a statement about mutually
shared knowledge

2) to confirm a statement

3) to add emphasis to a statement (this ne is actually né)

4)to gain the listener's attention (ano ne, - And,)
