The focus of today's lesson is asking who a person is. The Japanese word for who is "dare.’
The following basic sentence structure is an easy way to use this word in polite Japanese.

[Personal pronoun](3EET I H\,

[Personal pronoun](FTEN T H,

[Personal pronoun] wa dare desu ka?
Who is [personal pronoun]?

Using the personal pronouns that have been presented thus far, the following phrases
can be constructed.

Japanese Kana Romanization English

\NiEiENnNcg Kare wa dare desu
WIFETI N, h ka? Who is he?

HhOU &£IFENT Kanojo wa dare
WL IIHETI N, FhH., desu ka? Who is she?

OISl IIENTT Anata wa dare
BHFHTIH, h. desu ka? Who are you?




Note that the anata example is very direct, and thus considered somewhat rude, so it is
advisable to avoid using it unless needed.
