GRAMMAR

Today’s grammar point is the potential form of "suru": "dekiru."

"Dekiru" is a class 2 verb, and is conjugated as such. Though "dekiru" usually expresses
that someone or something is able to do something, in some cases it expresses the
nuance that someone is good at something, especially when used together with adverbs
such as "yoku."

(S1wa) S2 ga dekiru

Note that when using "dekiru," "ga" is usually used to mark the direct object, rather than
the direct object marker o.
