GRAMMAR

Today’s grammar point focuses on another grammatical construction using the verb
"dekiru." To quickly review yesterday’s grammar point, the basic construction of a
sentence using "dekiru" is as follows:

(Phr.1 wa) Phr.2 ga dekiru.

In today’s lesson we expound on this construction, and introduce the noun "koto" used as
a nominalizer. The grammar point listed below provides the important grammatical
structure which can be used to express the potential of any verb.

This construction can be formed by attaching "koto" to the dictionary form of the chosen
verb, marking it with the particle "ga", and completing the sentence with the verb dekiru.

(Phr. 1 wa) V (plain form) koto ga dekiru.

(FT) XS CEMTEB,
(Watashi wa) oyogu koto ga dekiru.
(I) can swim.



BRI ENTED,

(Tori wa) tobu koto ga dekiru.

(Birds) can fly.
Though it is most common to use "dekiru" with the particle "ga," "wa" and "mo" are also
sometimes used, like in today’s lesson. "Wa" is mostly used to place focus on the topic of
the sentence, especially when what “can be done” is in contrast to something that “cannot
be done.” "Mo" is used to express the idea of “also”: A wa dekiru. B mo dekiru.
