In today's grammar point, the past affirmative form of the -tai construction is explained. -
tai, as stated yesterday, is adjectival, so it is conjugated in the same fashion as i-
adjectives. Therefore, to make the past affirmative form of the -tai construction, the last i/
isremoved, and "katta" is put inits place. To form the polite past affirmative, "desu" is
added at the end.
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In today's lesson the plain past affirmative of the copula, "datta," is introduced. The plain
