Today's grammar point is the first in a five-part grammar explanation concerning the -te
form of Japanese verbs.

This is a conjunctive form of the verb, and is used to connect two or more sentences
togetherin the pattern

S1,S2(...Sn)

where all but the final Snis a sentence ending with a verb inits -te form. The -te form has
two main usages. The first usage is comparable to the -kute form of i-adjectives, and the
de form of the copula for na-adjectives and nouns, performing the same function as
"and" in English.

The second usage expresses the means by which, or manner in which S2 is performed,
with S1 representing the means or manner.

Class two verbs conjugate quite simply and regularly. To form the -te form of these verbs,
just drop the final syllable1 of the verb, and add -te. Reference the conjugation chart
below.

Class one verbs which end in -u, -ruand -tsu are conjugated in the same fashion, as well as
the verb iku, an exception in this case.

To form the -te form of these verbs, just drop the final syllable1 of the verb, and add -tte.

The -te form of a verb used in conjunction with "kudasai" is used to politely ask someone
to say do/perform the action.

1Although the word "syllable" is used here, one should note that the concept of a syllable
in English does not correspond directly to the Japanese kana syllabaries. It is generally
accepted that each characterin the kana syllabaries corresponds to one mora, each being

of equal length and loudness. For example, while 29 - £ A - yonwould be considered to
be one syllable in English, it is considered to be two mora. Similarly, &4 - £ 2D -

yottsuis considered to be three mora, although by English standards it would be
considered two syllables.
