This expression means "sorry", and is a more polite way to say "sumimasen." The verb
"aru" (found here inits plain negative form: nai) can be conjugated to express degrees of
politeness. Following is an exhaustive list of ways to express this, from least polite to most
polite:

Transitive and intransitive verbs.

Much more than in Anglo-Saxon and Germanic languages, Japanese uses transitive and
intransitive verb pairs. In today's lesson, the intransitive verb moékaru was introduced. Its
transitive counterpart is the verb moékeru. The important point to remember is that
transitive verbs require a direct object, usually marked by the object marker o, while
intransitive verbs cannot take a direct object. An easy way to remember thisis "TT" -
Transitive Takes (an object.)
