GRAMMAR

Today's grammar point continues the explanation of the -te form with two new groups of
verbs. Class 1 verbs which end in -kuand -gu are conjugated in a similar fashion, with one
small difference. To form the -te form of verbs that end in -ku, just drop the final syllable
of the verb, and add -ite. For verbs that end in -gu, just add -ide instead. An easy way to
remember which goes with which is to keep in mind that when ku is voiced, it is
pronounced gu, and when te is voiced, it is pronounced de. So, the voiced conjugation is

paired with the voiced verb ending. Reference the conjugation charts below.
