Today's grammar point introduces the conjunctive form of the present progressive. To
form this construction, simply conjugate the iru of the present progressive form to its te-
form.

This construction is used as a conjunctive form, allowing several verbs in the present
progressive state to be linked together in the same sentence. The following sentence
appeared in today's lesson:

HUBFENSI>TUT. RULIYPWYEEBETULT, REDNTULFET,
LBA3WVWESULENSIDTUT. HHVTPVESTTUT. LVBHEDNTULET,

Shiroi boshi o kabutte ite, akai shatsu o kite ite, inu o tsurete imasu.
I'm wearing a white hat, (wearing) a red shirt, and I'm (leading a dog) with a dog.

Note: the politeness level of the sentence is determined by the politeness level of the
FINAL verb. The above sentence is polite, while the informal track provides an example of
the plain (casual) form.



Without using the conjunctive form of the present progressive, it would take three simple
sentences to say the same thing.

HUOEFENS>TUWET, RLIYPWYEBTULEYT, REDNTULET,
LA3WESLENSIODTUVET, HHOVTrVYEZTTUET, LWAEDNTULET,

Shiroi boshi o kabutte imasu. Akai shatsu o kite imasu. Inu o tsurete imasu.
I'm wearing a white hat. I'm wearing a red shirt. I'm with a dog.

Notice that in the above example, each "ite" has been changed to "imasu." Just like when
using the te-form of regular verbs, the conjugation of the last verb determines the
politeness level and tense of the sentence as a whole. Of course, this conjunctive form of

the present progressive can also be used with the te-form of other verbs or adjectives, as
seen below:
