GRAMMAR

Today's grammar point introduces the verbal suffix -garu, which is used to express desire
or emotions of the third person. When using certain adjectives that express emotions and
sensations (e.g. ureshii, hoshii, kayui, suki, etc.), the subject of the sentence usually



requires the first person. When using these adjectives in a sentence in which the subject is
not the first person or one with whom the speaker can empathize, garu must be attached
to the adjective. Adding garu to the stem of an adjective creates a standard class 1 verb
and conjugates as such.

Examples:

JavEdFTUERDIODEBERMNR>TULS,
Jon wa gokiburi o miru no o iyagatte iru.
Jon hates to see cockroaches.

MIEFE2ADPRUMBEHES»EBE>THIFELIL,

Watashi wa Yoriko-chan ga hoshigaru omocha o katte agemashita.
| bought Yoriko the toy that she wanted.

Garu is similarto sO, used to express hearsay. Compare the following two examples,
which both express the same basic idea:

E—S—3AEZ1—3T—ONRETEENLVWEDTT,
Ata-san wa Nyuyoku ga totemo natsukashii s6 desu.
(I heard) Peter really misses New York.

E—S—TAFEZ1—3a—D0&EHNULMA>TLET,
Ata-san wa Nylaydku o natsukashigatte imasu.
Peter really misses New York.

Note: Similarly, the -tai form of verbs is used to express the speaker's desire. When used
to express the desire of the third party, garu must be used. In this case, -tai becomes -
tagaru. This will be covered in more detail in a later lesson.
