GRAMMAR

Today's grammar reviews the usage of suki, kirai, and ichiban - words essential to talking

about likes and dislikes.

Suki is a na-adjective meaning likable. On the other hand, kirai is a na-adjective meaning
unlikable. The more emphatic forms of these adjectives are daisuki and daikirai. When
used as attributives, the likable or unlikable item is normally marked with the topic-
indicating particle ga. Since suki and kirai are na-adjectives, they must be followed by na
when directly modifying the following word. Ichiban acts as a superlative marker when
modifying adjectives, indicating that the modified adjective is in its superlative state, i.e.

most, -est, etc.

Examples:
