GRAMMAR

In addition to the last lesson "What to Wear 1", we will introduce another verb, kaburu,
which also means to wear in English, but is usually used for a hat, a cap, a helmet, or
something worn on the head.

BF&H3D boshi o kaburu to wear a hat/cap
ALY R&E NSRS herumetto o kaburu to wear a helmet
PEEHID omen o kaburu to wear a mask

Also, as today's grammar point, we introduce the expression -mite wa ikaga desu ka.
lkaga is the polite version of dé which is an interrogative adverb used when asking about
the state of someone or something, to suggest something or about the way in which



something is done. In the context of this lesson, ikaga desu ka is asking about the state of
the listener's mind regarding the offer or suggestion. Mite is the te form of miru, which

when attached the te-form of a verb becomes an auxiliary verb meaning "do something
to see what it's like or what will happen.”

Formation:

Verb(-te form) + mite wa ikaga desu ka

Examples:

COBRHBRZBARTHTIEILWHNTIH?
Kono ryori o tabete mite wa ikaga desu ka?
Would you like to try (to eat) this dish?

COARZEFHATHTIEOUNRTI M ?
Kono hon o yonde mite wa ikaga desu ka?
Would you like to try to read this book?
