(i) AT 9 (n desu)

N desu/n da is often used in conversation to replace no desu/no da, which is used when
the speaker is explaining, or asking for an explanation about something that relates to
the preceding sentence, the context or situation.

N desu is used in the following sentence of today's dialog. In this case, the staff knows
that the student lost something and then asked what is it that the student lost. Like this
case, when you ask something based on the information that you already have, no desu/
no dais used.

AlZESNEATIH,
Nani o wasureta n desu ka?
What did you lose?

Examples:

FEHIZBDTYREED I Ue, fAZE{EOTZATIN?,

"Kind wa jibun de yuuhan o tsukurimashita." "Nani o tsukutta n desu ka?"
"Yesterday | cooked dinner." "What did you cook?"

—HERMMEL TUIE IR, AEMEBLTUSATIN?

(il U1z 5 (to shitara)

& LTZ 5 (toshitara) is used in a sentence structure like "[sub clause] + to shitara + [main

clause]" and it means "if [sub clause] is assumed, [main clause]." This structure is used
when the speaker makes an assumption to state [main clause].

Formation:

[sub clause(verb. plain)] + to shitara + [main clause]

BARSEL/Z5 - taberu to shitara; if someone were to eat something

Examples:
