something." Forexample, the verb B3 ("taberu," to eat) when combined with #5853
gives the compound verb BEXRIA D (“tabehajimeru”, to start to eat).

Nakanaka is an adverb that expresses the state or degree of something is more than
expected. When it is used in the negative sentence as in the case of today's dialog, it
means something doesn't happen as expected or easily.

Serifu ga Okute, nakanaka oboerarenai.

| have trouble memorizing the lines because there are so many.

TEINE DR ETL ),
Nakanaka ame ga yamanai.
It won't stop raining (I expected it to stop already)
