Today's grammar point is ~7&IF UL C/F7LC ) (--nakereba ikenai).

The phrase "-nakereba ikenai" consists of the phrase "-nakereba" which is the conditional
for the negative form of a verb and the phrase "ikenai" which means that it is not
acceptable orpermitted to do something. This double negative structure resultsin a
pattern roughly equivalent to the English "have to" or "must do" something.
