Today's lesson is a review in particle (joshi) usage. Sentence structure is quite flexible in
Japanese as elements of the sentence can be arranged in various orders, and the
sentence will still be acceptable. Rather than relying on the order of elements to
determine context, elements are marked by particles. The following chart provides a
rough outline of particle usage.
