Today’s lesson is a review in particle, joshi, usage. Sentence structure is quite flexible in
Japanese as elements of the sentence can be arranged in various orders and the sentence
will still be acceptable. Rather than relying on the order of elements to determine
context, elements are marked by small words called particles. In the previous Season 2
lesson the following particles were reviewed.

xWhen used as particles, the characters ~ and (& are read "e" and "wa", respectively,
instead of their normal readings of "he" and "ha."

Today’s lesson focuses on usage of the toparticle.
The particle tocan be used to connect nouns and pronouns, mark the party that the
subject will do something with, and for comparative purposes.

Examples:

1. AEImARTAE—MEICBRTT,

Watashi wa Suzuki-san to issho ni tabemasu.
"I will eat with Mrs. Suzuki."

2. AR AT A AEAFIIOEFEERK >TULET,

Ishimoto-san ga Amerika to Igirisu no kokuseki o motte imasu.
"Mr. Ishimoto has English and American nationalilty."

3. \ARFGEE/NBFEEE ESS5NFETI N,
Suzuki-senpai to Koike-senpai to dochira ga suki desu ka?
"Who do you like better, Suzuki or Koike?"

Mae is a noun that means “before” in both the spatial and temporal sense. When used to
express “before” in its temporal sense, the form mae niis most commonly used. Mae/mae
ni follows verbs in plain, non-past form, and is attached to nouns by the particle no.

Construction:

Verb.plain.nonpast + mae (ni)
Noun no +mae (ni)

Examples:



1. RN FBEICHETZICERELE T,
Watashi ga dekakeru mae ni anata ni denwa shimasu.
"l will call you before I leave."

2. MBZDIBREDHIICBCHREEBAIT,
Sugaku no jugyd no mae ni hirugohan o tabemasu.
I will eat lunch before math class."
