Senko suruis the verb "to major."

In today's dialogue, Yukio said:

(Miu-san no) senké wa nan desu ka.
What's your major (Miu)?

He could have also said:
EMRTAR)AZEERLTUVIINH,
(Miu-san wa) nani o senko shiteimasu ka.
What are you majoring in (Miu)?

The answer to these questions can be either:
FDERI(F) HEFTT,

(Watashi no senké wa) shakaigaku desu.
It (My major) is social science.

or
@) HEZEEFERLTUVET,

(Watashi wa) shakaigaku o senké shiteimasu.
I'm majoring in social science.

BRTA. . RKTLBDDK,

Haruya-san...kite iru no yo.
Haruya is here.

As you learned in the previous lesson, [te-form of a verb]+ [iru/imasu] construction
expresses one of the following meanings:

(1) A present progressive action
(2) A continuous state or condition created by the past action

Lesson 13 focused on the usage of (1). Intoday's lesson, the usage of (2) is introduced.

*xxkkxkxk%k% (2) A continuous state or condition * %% xx %% x*

FAIEEIEL CTULD,

Kekkon shiteiru.
I'm married. (I got married, and | am still married.)

This sentence doesn't mean "I'm getting married." Instead, it means "I'm married."
Kekkon suru (3&#&9 D) is a verb meaning "to marry." Kekkon shiteiru $&#& L TUL\B) is the
state of being married, which was created by the past action (marriage ceremony).

When movement verbs such as iku (7<), kuru (D), and kaeru (J&3) are used in [te-

form of a verb] + [iru/imasu] construction, they express a state or condition rather than an
action in progress. See the example below.

ERIAIEDBEICKETULS,
Haruya-san wa uchi ni ikiteiru.
Haruya is here. (Haruya came over to our place and is still here.)

ERIEOBICR/ROTULDS,
Miu wa uchi ni kaetteiru.
Miu is home. (Miu came home and is still at home.)



FAFBEICITOTULD,
Shujin wa kaisha ni itteiru.
My husband is at work. (My husband has gone to work and is still there.)

Here are more verbs that are usually used in [te-form of a verb]+ [iru/imasu] construction.

%13 (shiru) = to know
fF. DOAZEH>TULD,

Watashi wa anohito o shitteiru.
| know that person. (I came to know that person previously, so I still know him or her.)

&3 (kiru) = towear
I, EBEETLS,

Watashi wa uwagi o kiteiru.
I'm wearing a jacket. (I put on a jacket, and it's still on.)
